Miracle of lanciano
This miracle was the first and the greatest Eucharistic miracle in the Catholic
Church.

St. Tarcisius was an acolyte (altar server) whose fidelity and courage impressed the
leaders of the Church during the persecution of the first Christians that he was
entrusted with taking the Blessed Sacrament secretly to the Christians who awaited
martyrdom in prison. He was caught, and suffered a cruel death rather than
surrendering “the divine Body of Christ”.
